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Warren Miller  Bio 
Discharged from the Navy in 1946, taking $100 mustering-out pay and purchased an 8mm c am-
era.  During the next two winters he and Ward Baker took off to live in the Sun Valley parking 
lot in the now-infamous tear-drop trailer, pulled b ehind Warren!s old Buick.  During ski season 
Warren and Ward filmed each other to try to improve  their skiing and then during the spring 
and summer, they filmed each other surfing.  Throug hout the summers they showed the skiing 
footage to summer/surfing friends and to cover up t heir less than perfect photography of 
that era, Warren would make jokes about what was fi lmed.  And in the winter, he showed the 
skiers his surfing exploits with similar jokes.  Al l of a sudden Warren was being asked to free 
tuna casserole dinners if he!d bring his projector and show the films. Warren soon wanted a 
Bell and Howell camera.  Somehow he was lucky enough to have Chuck Percy, then president of 
Bell and Howell (later to become the Senator of Ill inois), and his friend Hal Geneen, then 
comptroller of Bell and Howell (later to become CEO  of IT&T), as his ski school students in 
Sun Valley Ski School.  They were most generous abo ut advancing Warren the use of a camera 
until he could pay for it (which took 3 years) and with the exception of lots and lots of grueling 
travel and sometimes round-the-clock work ethic, Wa rren Miller!s professional movie-making 
career was born.  As a budding entrepreneur, it was  obvious he could charge to show the film. 
 
  As he worked his way through over 130 cities and 210 motels and resorts within a year!s time, 
he soon realized this would be a gruesome yet enjoya ble career.  Terribly funny falls and amaz-
ing camera angles gave birth to extreme ski filming  which later morphed into extreme all-
sports.  The humor used so successfully in earlier years to cover poor photography became an 
important part of the "cult! aspect of the film!s f ollowing; using cult in the healthiest defini-
tion#as he worked hard to maintain a family film with out tackiness, profanity, violence or sex 
appeal because his audiences ranged from small children to grandparents#.all hooting and 
laughing at simple antics & opportunistic, dry-witt ed narration.  Now Warren is in his 80!s and 
his films are still chart toppers for extreme skiin g filmography.
